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Membership in Tuesday Forum 
Tuesday Forum was formed in 1981 as a networking organization for working women.  Our purpose is to provide opportunities for both personal and professional growth.  The group is organized and operated through by-laws and written policies and procedures that are published on our website at www.tuesdayforum.com 

Meeting Format

Tuesday Forum meets every Tuesday at noon with the exception of holidays.  Meetings last one hour and lunch is served during the meeting.  Currently the group meets at the Muddy Ruddy Restaurant in Brewer and members pay $10.00 for their meal.  Traditionally, the first Tuesday of every month is our Business Meeting.  The President provides a written agenda for this meeting and written reports are submitted by the Secretary and Treasurer, oral reports are given by committee chairs, and provision is made for old and new business. Open and candid discussions are encouraged.  During the second Tuesday of the month we have a Speaker Presentation, usually a non-member that presents on a topic of interest.  The third and fourth Tuesday of the month is either for our Open Forum generally used for networking programs and activities or a Personal Profile by a member of the group.  This promotes a better knowledge of each member, their business or services, and also provides members with a public speaking opportunity before a friendly audience.

Membership Dues 

Current membership dues are $40.00 per year which is due and payable on or before the business meeting in February.  The By-Laws provide for a $5.00 late fee in the event that dues are not paid on time.  New members joining after mid-year pay a reduced amount for dues; and members re-joining late in the year are charged the full $40.00 but will then be covered for the following calendar year.  Guests are welcome.  In accordance with Tuesday Forum by-laws, guests may attend for up to three visits.  After three visits, you are required to join and pay the membership dues and the standard lunch fee.  

Participation 

Members are encouraged to ask questions and provide suggestions for the operation of Tuesday Forum.  The participation of members is necessary to ensure the organization meets the needs of as many members as possible.   

During the opening of each meeting, those in attendance introduce themselves.  This is an opportunity to provide a brief statement of anything special occurring in your life or business.  Members are asked to be conscious of the length of time taken.  Also, members are free to provide printed materials regarding their business, service or a project of interest.  To avoid interruption of the flow of the meetings, it is asked that anything that would be distracting be announced but not actually circulated.  An example of this would be sign-up sheets or catalogs.   There is room on the table at the entrance for these items.  This allows members to take what they are interested in and sign up for what they want.   Guests should not bring hand-outs or materials for distribution.  This is a privilege of membership.  When you invite a guest, please mention this to them.
All members are provided with a Tuesday Forum name tag and are encouraged to wear them at every meeting.  New members can expect their name tag to be available within two weeks after turning in the membership application.  Name tags are to be kept on-site for safekeeping.  Replacement or duplicate nametags may be purchased for a small fee.  A ballpoint pen and lapel pin bearing the Tuesday Forum logo are also available for purchase by members.  These are excellent conversation starters when you are attending other networking events or business functions.    
A business card file is circulated at each meeting in which members are encouraged to add their own business cards, as well as to take those of other members.  Individual members are responsible for the keeping their own cards “stocked.”  
Tuesday Forum maintains a website at www.tuesdayforum.com.   This site contains general information about the organization, its history and operation, a meeting/program schedule, past newsletters and a complete member directory.   Member contact information is posted as listed on your membership application.  Members are responsible for communicating any updates or changes as they occur.  Please visit this listing regularly to ensure your listing is current.   We are in the process of creating a hard copy version of a secondary directory for members only with photographs and any information members wish to make available to other members but not to the public via the website  (example:  home address/phone etc).

Tuesday Forum is an all volunteer organization made up of very busy working women!  Recognizing this, the group has no attendance requirement, but we are always happy to see members return who have been absent for whatever reason.  No one is keeping track – just come when you can make it!  Participation is encouraged (and needed!) in the operation of the organization.   Please consider assisting on any of the following committees:   

Steering Committee - comprised of the current officers and committee chairs and conducts the general operation of the organization.
Membership Committee - promotes and supports membership and maintains membership records.   

Publicity Committee - seeks to expand the public's knowledge of Tuesday Forum through the media, also responsible for the preparation and distribution of the monthly Newsletter.   Content of the newsletter is the responsibility of the whole group.   
Program Committee - arranges for and conducts the weekly programs, including identifying interesting and appropriate speakers and programs.  
Nominating Committee - prepares a proposed slate of officers for the subsequent year, with elections held at the December business meeting.
By-Laws Committee - addresses any needed changes or additions to the By-Laws, bringing to the attention of members any perceived request of need for the same, with an explanation and proposal for the same, which the members then can vote on.  
Finance Committee - performs an annual review of the financial records.
